Itõs just that they have to do it.ó She, 

BUXTON SEC GETS NEW SCIENCE LAB 
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Days after the administration of the 

Buxton-Foulis Neighbourhood Demo-

cratic Council (NDC) locked off the main 

(western) entrance to the Buxton Mar-

ket, a number of villagers took to Face-

book to lambaste the staff for doing so, 

accusing them of òtaking bread out of 

the vendorsõ mouthó. 

We therefore contacted the NDC office 

to find out what was going on. The Over-

seer, Ms. Cherlyn Herod, was not in the 

office, so the Asst. Overseer, Mrs. Simo-

ne Amsterdam, took the opportunity to 

shed light on the issue.  

She explained that the western gate 

(main entrance) to the Market was shut 

off because òa person of unsound 

mindó had visited the compound and 

directed some amount of threat to per-

sons there. The police had to be called 

in to evict the person from òthe build-

ingó - might be the NDC office. 

She further related that there is usual-

ly a lone security guard on the premis-

es, and he is stationed at the Embank-

ment Road entrance, in front of the 

NDC. To prevent the mentally chal-

lenged individual from gaining entry 

again to the compound, a decision was 

made to lock off the western (market) 

entrance. 

Mrs. Amsterdam was unaware how 

long the gate would remain locked, but 

confirmed that no sign had been placed 

to redirect market customers to use the 

Embankment Road entrance. She also 

seemed to agree that, in the interest of 

all concerned, the NDC should meet 

with veteran stallholder, Mrs. Jean 

Campbell-Johnson and the other ven-

dors to iron out any existing problems. 

The office of the Buxton-Foulis NDC is 

located in Buxton/Friendship. The new 

Chairman of the Council is Mr. Neipal 

Purai of the PPP/C, while the Deputy 

Chairman is Ms. Alison Petal Telford of 

APNU.
